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The service efforts at our Journal Broadcast Group operations
have a ripple effect in their communities. The Journal Broadcast
Group recognizes the obligation to serve each community and
develop significant outreach projects in cooperation with non-
profit organizations. Often, these efforts are the largest annually

staged in our markets.

In the realm of public knowledge, Journal Broadcast Group
stations ensure access by viewers and listeners to topics of
civic and political relevance. These include electoral debates,
in-depth interviews with newsmakers and forums for

community discussion.

These commitments can be viewed in quantifiable numbers.
Minimum estimates of the 2006 aggregate value by Journal

Broadcast Group stations across our markets are as follows:

161,064 public service announcements, including pre-recorded
spots, liners, newscast interviews and guest appearances.

Minimum Value: $8,175,510 in donated broadcast air time.

5,674 hours focused on regularly scheduled public affairs
programming (including debates, forums, long-form interview
programs and talk shows). Minimum Value: $3,363,077 in public

affairs programming broadcast air time.

$172,861 in cash and in-kind donations (including creative
writing, electronic field production, studio recording sessions,

editing, voice tracking and follow up).

8,164 hours of known volunteer time by station employees.
